Loosen the outboard seat bolts of the
same seat. Remove them if necessary.

illustrated in FIG. I.

Stabilizing the Base

|. Attach brace to support gusset using .25-20 bolts,
washers and nuts supplied in hardware bag. If
needed apply cushion pad to outside surface of
brace to protect the seat frame surface.

2. Position the brace agianst the passenger seat

frame and tighten in place.

3. For extra stability the brace may be bolted to the
passenger seat frame.

3. Align the brace against the passenger's seat
frame and mark the pilot hole location.

4 Drill the necessary hole then bolt the brace to the
seat frame.
